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Slope Stability Summary

Terrain Stability Class V and Class U
There is a high likelihood that slope failure will
follow logging or conventional road building.
A field inspection of these areas should be made 
by a qualified terrain specialist prior to any 
development in order to assess in detail the stability 
of the affected area. 

Terrain Stability Class IV and Class P
Expected to contain areas where there is a 
moderate to high likelihood of slope failure 
following conventional road building.  Wet 
period construction will significantly increase the 
potential for slope failure.
Expected to contain areas where there is a moderate
likelihood of slope failure in logged areas.
A field inspection of these areas should be made 
by a qualified terrain specialist prior to any 
development in order to assess in detail the 
stability of the affected area. 

Forested Areas with No to Minor Terrain Based 
Limitations to Development  
Generally stable terrain with low ecological sensitivity.
